Enterprising thieves have found a new way to steal 
account numbers—by using skimming devices on 
ATMs. The skimming device is attached to the card 
slot and records the card’s magnetic strip and PIN.

Thieves also often attach small, wireless cameras 
to the outside of the ATM, over a small mirror or on 
a brochure holder. The cameras capture your PIN 
as you enter it into the keypad.

To protect yourself from skimming, before you in-
sert your card, run your finger over the card slot. 
If you can pull something off, it’s likely a skimming 
device. You can also protect yourself by covering 
your PIN as you enter it.
